   OTTAWA & TORONTO MUSICFEST TOUR
    MAY 9-16, 2012
The Reynolds Band program is heading into a year of Festival performances as part of the program goal of performance excellence combined with exemplary cultural experience.
Next year we are pleased to offer an eight-day Music Tour to Toronto and MusicFest Canada in Ottawa.  MusicFest Canada, Canada’s national music festival, is an annual national event that brings together more than 10,000 of Canada's finest young musicians who perform for awards and recognition as Canada’s foremost musical ensembles. Participants range in age from 12-25 years and are drawn from the elementary, secondary school, college and university levels.  As well as participating in MusicFest Canada, our students will be the guests of Karen McAskill and the music program of Martingrove Collegiate Institute.  Martingrove is home to one of Toronto’s most prestigious high school music programs.  Our students will perform an evening concert with the Martingrove students, share a workshop with University of Toronto and Humber College faculty and sightsee in the Toronto area.  We will travel to Ottawa on the weekend and participate in the MusicFest festival on Monday or Tuesday, depending on scheduling.  Students will have an opportunity to tour some of the interesting sights in our nation’s capital.  We will be visiting the Diefenbaker Bunker, the Parliament Buildings, the Canadian Mint, and ByWard Market; we will also enjoy an Ottawa River tour and a tour of the Canadian War Museum.  A more detailed final itinerary will be presented in the Fall.
We realize that at this time of year there are many expenses related to year-end school activities, but airlines, venues and accommodations require deposits.  Booking early ensures that we secure group discounts.  This means that we need a commitment, as well as a $300.00 non-refundable deposit, by Friday, June 24.  

TRIP COSTS

The cost of the trip will be in the range of $1600.  The cost includes festival entrance fees, airline travel, ground transportation, hotel accommodation for seven nights, seven breakfasts, entrance fees to all sightseeing activities, and medical/cancellation insurance.
· 1st payment of a non-refundable deposit of $300.00 is due Friday, June 24, 2011.
· 2nd payment of $700.00 is due on or before October 30, 2011 (non-refundable after December 15).
· 3rd payment (T.B.A.) is non-refundable and is due on or before February1, 2012.
